One way school districts evaluate how they are doing is through a District Scorecard.  While the Department of Elementary and Secondary Education (DESE) does not identify what elements the scorecard must include, there are certain elements that are specific to all districts.  Beyond that, items can be included that are district specific.  The Scorecard is utilized to set goals for building and district improvement, to help guide professional development and training in areas of need throughout the year, and then to help identify progress made and goals achieved at the end of the year. 
The Fayette R-III School District Scorecard includes the Focus Areas of Student Achievement and Finance.  The Key Indicators under Student Achievement are MAP Performance, ACT, Attendance, and College and Career Readiness.  The Key Indicators under Finance are Fund Balance and Salary Schedule Rank.   The Scoring Criteria is a range between 1 and 10, with a Basic level score between 1-3, a Nearing Goal score between 4-6, a Met Goal score at 7, and an Advanced score between 8-10. 
For the 2016-2017 school year, the 12 items measured and the respective Scoring Criteria follow:
1. MAP Performance for English Language Arts: 
State Target Score 345, Fayette Score 335 – The SC is a Nearing Goal 4.
2. MAP Performance for Math
State Target Score 325, Fayette Score 309 – The SC is a Basic 2
3. MAP Performance for Science
State Target Score 344, Fayette Score 328 – The SC is a Nearing Goal 4.
4. MAP Performance for Social Studies
State Target Score 370, Fayette Score 390 – The SC is Advanced 8
5. ACT State Target Score 20.4, Fayette Score 18 – The SC is Basic 3
6. Attendance Rate Elementary is 92% with the SC of Advanced 8. 
7. Attendance Rate Middle School is 88% with The SC of Nearing Goal 6. 
8. Attendance Rate High School is 88% with the SC of Nearing Goal 6. 
9. Attendance Rate Staff is 93% with the SC Criteria of Goal 7.
10. College & Career Readiness % of graduates in post-secondary education, military, or the work force is 93.3% with the SC of Advanced 8.
11. Fund Balance is 14.03% with the SC of Basic 3.
12. Salary Schedule Rank for base salary with the SC of Nearing Goal 6.  This is the districts ranking with 13 conference and area school districts.
The school district will be completing the 2017-2018 District Scorecard upon receipt of the student achievement MAP data later this fall.
